• Move your motorcycle to a dry area of the driveway or garage to eliminate risk of electric shock. 

• HOLD THE DRYER BY THE HANDLE 

• Start your Blaster Sidekick by pushing the On/Off Switch up for On and down for Off. 

• The Blower Nozzle and the Air Flare fit directly at the end of the steel tube to control the air velocity.

WARNING:
