Plug into grounded outlet or grounded extension cord.

Affix adaptor tightly on the end of machine. Check for tight fit.

For large valve adaptors, twist to lock or secure adaptor in place.

Turn switch from “OFF” to “ON” position

Inflate your inflatable. Monitor inflation so that the power unit does not over inflate.

FOR DEFLATION:
o Place adaptor on intake end of power unit.
o Firmly insert adaptor into valve, opening flap or diaphragm.
o Turn power unit from “OFF” to “ON” position.
o Deflate your inflatable. Monitoring your inflator will ensure total deflation without causing damage or
overheating.
