INSTRUCTIONS (Instructions are general for all ED Models. Some of the information below may not pertain to your specific model. Check list 

above for parts and accessories that go with your particular machine): 

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS - READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE USING THIS APPLIANCE 

• Plug the power unit into a standard wall outlet. 

• Attach the Blower Nozzle, or the Air Flare onto the Blower Port by depressing the Push Button and with a clockwise turning motion, 

firmly push on the adaptor. 

• For finite cleaning, attach the Micro Cleaning Tool Kit Adaptor, then the Flex Neck Extension Wand.  

• You can then attach the Micro Dusting Brush, or the Micro Crevice Tool. 

• One Speed: Pressing the On/Off Switch will turn the unit on and off; Variable Speed: Turn the dial clockwise for on / counterclockwise 

for off. 

• It is normal for the unit to get warm to the touch if used with attachments for an extended length of time.  

 

CAUTION: If your machine has suction but does not clean when the hose is attached, remove the hose from the suction end and place it 

on the blower end. Blow out the hose, it may be clogged.

• Mechanical alterations made to the machine will void the warranty. 

• The warranty does not cover physical damage made to the machine, improper electrical connections, or water damage. 

• Warranty does not cover carbon brushes, carbon brush wear, filters, or general maintenance. 

• Removal of the date stamp code from the machine will void the warranty.

WARNING: To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury Do not leave appliance when plugged in. Unplug from outlet when not in use and 

before servicing. 

• Do not allow it to be used as a toy. Close attention is necessary when used by or near children. 

• Use only as described in this manual. Use only manufacturer's recommended attachments. 

• Do not use it with damaged cord or plug. If appliance is not working as it should, has been dropped, damaged, left outdoors, or dropped into 

water, return it to a service center. 

• Do not pull or carry by cord, use cord as a handle, close a door on cord, or pull cord around sharp edges or corners. Do not run appliance over 

cord. Keep cord away from heated surfaces. 

• Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, not the cord. 

• Do not handle plug or appliance with wet hands. 

• Do not put any object into the openings. Do not use with any opening blocked; keep free of dust, lint, hair, and anything that may reduce air flow. 

• Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers, and all parts of body away from openings and moving parts. 

• Do not pick up anything that is burning or smoking, such as cigarettes, matches or hot ashes. 

• Do not use it without dustbag and/or filters in place. 

• Turn off controls before unplugging. 

• Use extra care when cleaning on stairs. 

• Do not use to pick up flammable or combustible liquids such as gasoline or use in areas where they may be present. • To avoid electric shock, 

do not use it on wet surfaces, do not expose it to rain, store indoors. 

• To reduce the risk of electric shock, this appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other). This plug will fit into an outlet only 

one way. If the plug does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to install the proper outlet. Do 

not change the plug in any way.
